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Continuing Education Program Guidelines
The Continuing Education Program offers funding to Canadian and International students as well as International professionals wishing to pursue continuing education courses, conferences and training sessions with respect to all aspects of care for persons who may benefit from prosthetic, orthotic, mobility and assistive devices.

Note that this funding program is divided into TWO application periods per calendar year as follows:

1: Events January – June: Deadline for Submissions November 1st of the previous year
2: Events July – December: Deadline for Submissions May 1st
The maximum funding available per calendar year is $2500
Criteria
· Prior approval is always required to ensure funds are available.

· The amount of funding available may vary depending on ISPO Canada’s financial position.
· Tuition fees that are paid for an undergraduate or graduate program are not covered.

· Applicant must be a student in Canada or a native of and resident in a “Low Income Country”, “Lower Middle Income Country” or “Upper Middle Income Country” as outlined in the World Bank list of economies (see the list here: https://datahelpdesk.worldbank.org/knowledgebase/articles/906519-world-bank-country-and-lending-groups).

· Be an ISPO member in good standing.
· Courses can be held in Canada or outside the country.

· ISPO Canada cannot reimburse Prosthetic/Orthotic Centres or employers through this program.

· Priority will be given to applicants who have not received funding from ISPO Canada within the last three years. 
Additional scores will be given to:

· Candidates that have an accepted paper/presentation (oral or poster) if attending a World Congress.

· Graduates or faculty members from ISPO Accredited Schools Training Programmes.

Note:
· If funding is secured through other sources for the continuing education opportunity requested, funding will only be made available if there is a balance remaining after other sources have been exhausted. Duplicate funding is not permitted.
· Expatriates working for foreign aid organizations, manufacturers, etc. are not eligible.

· The grant is not transferable. 
To apply for funding under the Continuing Education Program, a completed application form is required. Applications must be completed in full in order to be considered and can be sent via email or letter mail to ISPO Canada. 
 
As part of our mandate, we request that applicants submit a report to share their expertise and newly acquired knowledge with ISPO Canada following their continuing education opportunity. This knowledge exchange will further position ISPO Canada to ensure quality care and education of professionals for the benefit of patients around the world.
